Embrace Phase

Embrace their physical needs.




By embracing those needs,
you are building trust.

As we set guidelines out of love, they
will cultivate self-control and confidence.
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Motivating through fear and
heavy restrictions - mistrust
and deception can set in.




Engage Phase
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Engage in their interests.




Use their phase to win,
don’t work against them.

Embrace that you don’t have what
you need based on your history alone.

You know your child.
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“They are like me now.”

“Children are most like adults
in their feelings. They are least like
adults in their thinking.”
