We have had a significant impact in

our church, community and world
through our 2013-14 ministry plan. As
we pursue our mission of Loving God
and Loving People, we are learning and
living the truth that churches shouldn’t
exist for themselves, but rather, to fulfill
God’s purposes in the world. This past
year, we gave 22.6% of our budget to
mission causes in the world and 8.4%
to benevolence needs within our church
and community. Other ways we have
Loved People this past year include:

m 1,453 people served our community
by participating in ServeFest.

m 2,508 hours of counseling provided
to 181 people by 58 lay counselors.

® 17,906 meals served weekly to
1,311 rescued children in India.

We have Loved God this past year by
seeking to deepen our relationships
with Him.

Indicators of our efforts to grow
spiritually through the Bible, prayer
and service include:

B 9,133 copies of The Story and

937 copies of the Bible purchased.

m 2,011 people actively serving in
491 opportunities at Brookwood.

m 1,696 people participated in
Small Groups.

m 220 people were baptized.

Grows. This past year has laid a great
foundation for future growth. Our theme
for the coming year is transformation,
which means becoming the people
God intended us to be in every area

of our lives. We will seek to advance
spiritually through God’s Word, prayer,
worship and learning to practice
spiritual disciplines. It's an exciting and
challenging goal that will enable us to
live the kind of life the Bible promises to
believers.

about growing in my faith. What started as
a way to meet people and get involved at
church ended in learning about a deeper
walk with God, and catching the vision of
“God not wasting my pain...and using it to
help others.” Now | am so excited to ‘pay
forward’ the love and care that | received
from the people who helped me in my
darkest times. I'm facilitating a Griefshare
support group and learning to be a lay
counselor.
