Now the Passover and the Festival of Unleavened Bread were only two days away, and the
chief priests and the teachers of the law were scheming to arrest Jesus secretly and kill
Him. “But not during the festival,” they said, “or the people may riot.” While He was in
Bethany, reclining at the table in the home of Simon the Leper, a woman came with an
alabaster jar of very expensive perfume, made of pure nard. She broke the jar and poured
the perfume on His head. Some of those present were saying indignantly to one another,
“Why this waste of perfume? It could have been sold for more than a year’s wages and the
money given to the poor.” And they rebuked her harshly. “Leave her alone,” said Jesus.
“Why are you bothering her? She has done a beautiful thing to Me. The poor you will always
have with you, and you can help them any time you want. But you will not always have Me.
She did what she could. She poured perfume on My body beforehand to prepare for My
burial. Truly I tell you, wherever the Gospel is preached throughout the world, what she has
done will also be told, in memory of her.” Then Judas Iscariot, one of the Twelve, went to
the chief priests to betray Jesus to them. They were delighted to hear this and promised to
give him money. So he watched for an opportunity to hand him over.

On the first day of the Festival of Unleavened Bread, when it was customary to sacrifice the
Passover lamb, Jesus’ disciples asked Him, “Where do You want us to go and make
preparations for You to eat the Passover?” So He sent two of His disciples, telling them,
“Go into the city, and a man carrying a jar of water will meet you. Follow him. Say to the
owner of the house he enters, ‘The Teacher asks: Where is My guest room, where | may eat
the Passover with My disciples?’ He will show you a large room upstairs, furnished and
ready. Make preparations for us there.” The disciples left, went into the city and found
things just as Jesus had told them. So they prepared the Passover. When evening came,
Jesus arrived with the Twelve. While they were reclining at the table eating, He said, “Truly |
tell you, one of you will betray Me—one who is eating with Me.” They were saddened, and
one by one they said to Him, “Surely You don’t mean me?” “Itis one of the Twelve,” He
replied, “one who dips bread into the bowl with Me. The Son of Man will go just as itis
written about Him. But woe to that man who betrays the Son of Man! It would be better for
him if he had not been born.” While they were eating, Jesus took bread, and when He had
given thanks, He broke it and gave it to His disciples, saying, “Take it; this is My body.” Then
He took a cup, and when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, and they all drank from it.
“This is My blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many,” He said to them. “Truly |
tell you, I will not drink again from the fruit of the vine until that day when | drink it new in the
kingdom of God.” When they had sung a hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives.

Very early in the morning, the chief priests, with the elders, the teachers of the law and the
whole Sanhedrin, made their plans. So they bound Jesus, led Him away and handed Him
over to Pilate. “Are You the king of the Jews?” asked Pilate. “You have said so,” Jesus
replied. The chief priests accused Him of many things. So again Pilate asked Him, “Aren’t
You going to answer? See how many things they are accusing You of.” But Jesus still made
no reply, and Pilate was amazed. Now it was the custom at the festival to release a prisoner
whom the people requested. A man called Barabbas was in prison with the insurrectionists
who had committed murder in the uprising. The crowd came up and asked Pilate to do for
them what he usually did. “Do you want me to release to you the king of the Jews?” asked
Pilate, knowing it was out of self-interest that the chief priests had handed Jesus over to
him. But the chief priests stirred up the crowd to have Pilate release Barabbas instead.
“What shall | do, then, with the One you call the king of the Jews?” Pilate asked them.
“Crucify Him!” they shouted. “Why? What crime has He committed?” asked Pilate. But
they shouted all the louder, “Crucify Him!” Wanting to satisfy the crowd, Pilate released
Barabbas to them. He had Jesus flogged, and handed Him over to be crucified. The soldiers
led Jesus away into the palace (that s, the Praetorium) and called together the whole
company of soldiers. They put a purple robe on Him, then twisted together a crown of
thorns and set it on Him. And they began to call out to Him, “Hail, king of the Jews!” Again
and again they struck Him on the head with a staff and spit on Him. Falling on their knees,
they paid homage to Him. And when they had mocked Him, they took off the purple robe
and put His own clothes on Him. Then they led Him out to crucify Him.

A certain man from Cyrene, Simon, the father of Alexander and Rufus, was passing by on
his way in from the country, and they forced him to carry the cross. They brought Jesus to
the place called Golgotha (which means “the place of the skull”). Then they offered Him
wine mixed with myrrh, but He did not take it. And they crucified Him. Dividing up His
clothes, they cast lots to see what each would get. It was nine in the morning when they
crucified Him. The written notice of the charge against Him read: THE KING OF THE JEWS.
They crucified two rebels with Him, one on His right and one on His left. Those who passed
by hurled insults at Him, shaking their heads and saying, “So! You who are going to destroy
the temple and build it in three days, come down from the cross and save Yourself!” In the
same way the chief priests and the teachers of the law mocked Him among themselves.
“He saved others,” they said, “but He can’t save Himself! Let this Messiah, this king of
Israel, come down now from the cross, that we may see and believe.” Those crucified with
Him also heaped insults on Him.
