
Family Talk – The Life of Jesus

John 18:1–12

1. How did Jesus respond to Judas’ betrayal?

2. How would you respond if someone betrayed you?

Jesus knew what was about to happen. He willingly surrendered to those 
who came to arrest Him. He knew it must occur this way. 

In John 18, Jesus asked the men, “Who is it you’re looking for?” They said, 
“Jesus the Nazarene”. Instead of answering to His earthly name, Jesus
responded with the personal name of God–I AM*–by saying “I am He.”  
The people stepped back and fell to the ground. 

In our lives, we must know God is in control of every situation, especially 
ones that scare us the most. Today find simple ways to remind your family 
that God is involved in every part of their lives.
