1. Putyourself in the scene. What do you think this would have been
like if you were there when the angel came down?

Read The Life of Jesus, Reading #208-209 (this is a harmony of
Matthew 28:1, 5-8; Mark 16:1-8; Luke 24:1-8; John 20:1-2).
2. Have you ever had to deal with the death of a close friend or relative?

How did that affect you? (If you're in a group, ask if just one person
would share.)

3. Keeping this person’s experience in mind, imagine what Jesus’ death
must have been like for the women in the story. What do we know
about the relationship between Jesus and these women? (For more
background, see Luke 8:1-3.) How did Jesus’ death seem to affect them?

4. What do you imagine they were thinking and talking about on the way
to the tomb?

5. What may have gone through their minds when they found the body
missing?

6. What caused the women to forget Jesus’ words?

7. Even though Jesus was seen by so many people after His resurrection,
why didn’t more people believe in Him? (To read reliable eyewitness
accounts, see Luke 24:39; John 20:14-16; Acts 1:3; 1 Corinthians 15:3-7.)

8. Read 1 Corinthians 15:12-19. Why does it matter whether or not Jesus
rose from the dead? What impact has Jesus’ resurrection had in your life?

9. What part of this week’s teaching is most significant to you? How will
you respond?
